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1) Communication Methods

All messages which are generated are first concentrated and send to 1 bank who then sends out to its branches/correspondent banks.

Conclusions of questionnaire

a. 9 responders and 9 different answers

b. Paymul is most used message format

c. Connectivity: open systems (like X400 and TCP/IP), except for some national formats.

d. 3rd party software for BCS (Bank communication systems)

e. Volumes are not very high (5 to 1000 transactions per day)

f. All companies are accepting bank statements back. Most are not integrating bank statements in their accounting systems.

g. Most of the times, urgent payments can be inputted directly in the BCS

h. All electronic signatures, but almost no smart cards except for specific reasons like Isabel and Etebac.

This presentation will be completed by an agenda point on the next meeting, focussing on the communication solution implemented by Norsk Hydro and the drawbacks/benefits of other solutions.

2) Remittance Advises

See presentation by Robert.

Robert will make a new presentation on the next meeting with a common structure for PAYMUL remittance advises and REMADV

3) Belgium Netherlands structured messages

Patrick will submit a note to request a specific identifier for structured giros. According to Terje same kind of functionality exists in Norway. 

At the next meeting, a final proposal will be made, including reporting on cross-border transfers required by the Dutch National Bank and the Belgium/Luxembourg Institute for Exchange.

A format has to be developed for PAYMUL, CREMUL, DEBMUL and FINSTA.

4) European Committee for Banking Standards

Mister Leon Peeters presents the results of the new standards developped by the European Comitte for Banking Standards. (ECBS).

The ECBS has its own website at www.ECBS.org
The two major new standards are the IBAN account numbers and the International Payment Instructions.

All countries have now set up their rules how to expand current account numbers to IBAN account numbers. IBAN account numbers can be obtained at the bank. Instructions to banks can include IBAN only when the creditor or debtor has received its IBAN code. In some countries (like Luxembourg), IBAN account numbers will be used in the local clearing.

The ECBS recommends banks to have IBAN implemented by end of 2001. 

The confidentiality of the conversion of account numbers to IBAN numbers must be investigated.

5) Use of Dummy accounts

Examples of messages on the CRG site will present dummy accounts only.

6) Approved messages matrix

The matrix of approved messages will only consist of  the bank (columns) and the type of message (rows).

7) D6 Feedback

Mike explains that there is currently focus on development of EBXML. 

The INSTA message will be on the next meeting agenda.

CRG will not include its own example in its migs.

a) ebXML and Modelling

ebXML initiative’s purpose is to harness the flexibility of XML to avoid multiplication of dialects. In phase one, a top down modelling approach was made to set up a syntax independent business model. On the other side, the technical aspects have been analysed. ebXML is expected to finish Phase 1 in May 2001. In phase 2, the libraries will be populated by Edifact group and X12 group. D6 has set up 2 new subworking groups: “D6 Business Process Models”, char Mike Adcock and . “D6 Core Components” chair Stog Korsgaard, Danish Bankers Association. We are requested to send our own models.

b) Ingemar was elected to the corporate chair.

8) Common EDI agreements

· Norsk Hydro will distribute template of standard agreement. Will be discussed in the next meeting.

9) Payment to UK building society

· will be looked at by Mike, possible solution by Terje.

10) CRG website

· BURNS will host a password protected web site and a closed mail list.

· We will keep STUZZA for open mail list and open web site

· Peter and Patrick will contact STUZZA to discuss the change & access procedures

· New members of the closed list will be elected by the current members.

11) Message version

· In the UK and Ireland, contract numbers are required in DIRDEB. These must be included in Segment number 11, segment RFF. As a result, a solution exists in D96A.

12)  PAI segment

· additional codes for products in PAI codes will be discussed in next meeting

13) Sweeping codes for FINSTA

· Specific codes for sweeping can be find in the standard BAI codes.

14) GEFEG

We need still to do the parametrisation. 

15) BIG Finsta

Patrick will issue an e-mail which can be the starting point of discussion
