The Philips payment factory project is running for 3 years. Business units send PAYEXT to the payment factory. The payment factory sends the payment file and the remittance advice to the bank. Banks will print and mail or deliver the remittance advises electronically either in the free text part of Finsta or by a separate payment advice. The current objective is that the payment factory will take some of the responsibility of delivering the remittance advises (except for cheques).

· if the payment is rejected, the remittance advice is still delivered

· if details fit in country/payment method, no separate remittance advice will be issued..

The bank needs to process the errors by generating rejections at C-level (not B-level),  and the bank should avoid sending multiple BANSTA for the same logical error.
