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1. Minutes of the Amsterdam meeting:
Wording of item 8, to be reworded to remove mention of the bank; No other comments are made
2. Future Group (FG):
The FG is a Task group that will define future evolution of the D6. (see the minutes from the Rome meeting). The next meeting will take place during the EWG meeting in Barcelona (March 2002), and CRG members intending to participate to the meeting should interlock with Siri-Anne / Ingemar to ensure CRG presents as much as possible a common position.
Discussion on recommended message flow methodology for security; IR mentions they successfully use the recommended message flow with 3 banks. In test phase with another bank.
3. BIG FINSTA:
Discussion on the merits of one single file BIG FINSTA including full details of each transaction, vs. several smaller specialized files (CREMUL, DEBMUL, FINSTA) as a return feed from the banks.
Consensus position is that BIG FINSTA should be an additional possibility and not rule out the exiting FINSTA/CREMUL/DEBMUL architecture.
4. CRG view on XML:
Most participants mention that they follow closely the developments of XML, but don’t feel a need to move to XML now. 
RB mentions that converters exists allowing to go from and to EDIFACT.
5. REMADV:
Refer to RB document appended.
Issue of support of special characters “+” and “@” often required for phone numbers or e-mail addresses in the COM (communication contact) segment of the REMADV. MA indicates that “?” can be used as a release characters before restricted characters but Robert mentions that some banks seems not to support this setup.
The comments by Robert are approved, Mike to take to point to D1/D2 during the next EWG meeting.
6. DIRDEB:
(Mike to send a short piece on DIRDEB comments)
Clarify references  of contracts / mandates for direct debit activity.
7. GEFEG Web Checker
No progress made on this subject. Should remain on the CRG agenda
New version (4.2) of EDIFIX allows additional checks on the content on top of the syntax control. Stuzza using it ?
Ingemar to try to present further this solution in the next meeting 
8. CRG web site
New address was distributed. Ingemar acting as web master will check if a link is in place from the old address. A hacker attack at Stuzza, caused the site to be down for sometime. Changes were made that make update process more complex.
Ingemar to explore possibility of having a “closed” area on the web site for work in process and other nonpublic information. 
Issue of commercial use of data in the web site raised, as some commercial mailings have been sent.
Discussion on the possibility to invite vendors to present their offers, but decision to keep them as invitees, out of the core group.
9. Business Process Modeling group: 
It would be good to have an increased CRG representation into this group. Mike/Stein can be contacted for further information. Next meeting will be held within the Barcelona EWG.
Status of the current work of the Business Process Modeling Group to be presented at a next CRG Meeting.
10. Norsk-Hydro Presentation: Treasury payments in Norsk-Hydro
SAA details Hydro’s use of PAYMUL  messages to send FX settlements data to bank (refer to presentation in appendix). FII BF representing destination bank, I2 the correspondent bank, if required in the transaction.
In case of a spot deal, PAYMUL is sent same day, value day +2.
N H handles communication sessions all along the day to accommodate for the various cutoff times.
11. FX payments handling in PAYMUL
Discussion of the document submitted by Peter Wilman (excused). 
The issue raised concerned payments in a currency different from the account currency, and especially how to include in the message the information on the FX contracts supporting the transaction. The discussion document includes this information at the C level.
Mike points out that the current B level allows to house this information. Mike will analyze further to see if the current definition allows to cover everything and come back.
Robert to distribute the electronic version of the document. If found relevant, the issue will be raised to the Future Group.
12. Electrolux presentation on communication (Birgitta)
Electrolux uses several communication protocols, the main one for financial EDIFACT being X.400 communication (X.435) via X.25. Other communication protocols include OFTP (Odette FTP)/ X.400/....
13.  Payment dates qualifier codes (RB) (see appendix)
Key date in PAYMUL appears to be 203 define as follows:
203 = Execution date/time, requested
Subject to national law, execution date means:
1. Payment by cheque: date when cheque is required to be generated/printed by the bank.
2. Bank posting, e.g. payment between two accounts in the same bank: date on which the payment is posted. Value date(s) can differ from posting date. 
3. Clearing house, e.g. payment through clearing  (domestic or international): date on which the payment is passed on to the clearing system.
Status of 209 to be taken to the maintenance group (Not mentioned in PAYMUL, but used in other messages)
14.  Next meeting
Next meeting to be held on May 16th 2002 UK hosted by APACS. Stansted or London City is best airport Mike to send a map (APACS is located close to the Liverpool street station). Attendants are requested to make sure to arrive on time for a start a 9 AM sharp.
15.  Security on Accounts payable import (RB)
Robert describes the focus Philips is now putting on the communication between AP and Payment factory. Mapping is done either in the AP system, or through a third party software.
The current situation where each payment file is announced by e-mail, and the content of the file checked against the e-mail is not accepted anymore by the internal audit. An Internal Policy Order was issued making the new solution mandatory.
Solution: PKI, the message is sealed (private key) when leaving AP, decrypted (public key) when received. Sealing process computes hash and encrypts the hash.
Using Websphere MQ + additional RSA based signature algorithm developed by an external SW house. RB to distribute additional details on their solution.
16.  Citibank FINSTA Certification (IR)
Ingemar presents a FINSTA implementation proposed by Citibank to see if it can be considered as CRG compliant. The implementation respects CRG structure but with some extra segments: SG2\FII, SG4\FTX, CNT.
System uses BAI transaction code list for BUS+C551:4383 (EDIFACT, D6, CRG does not mandate the use of a certain codelist).
Group’s position is that those segments need to be removed for the format to be CRG compliant. Ingemar to go back to Citibank to check the information value add brought by those segments.
To be posted on the web if acceptance by Citibank.
17.  Limits on low value payments, non residents. 
Nothing new to report
18.  Local clearing thresholds
RB mentions issue on local clearing thresholds (split between low value, high value clearings). AR to provide some data from the IBM research on the subject.
 Miscellaneous subjects


RB had heard that ECB has started developing a Euro clearing system (known as Step 2). Relevance to the CRG ? Try to find out details on this (to be potentially referred to the FG)


Siri-Anne will distribute a link to an ECBS document on future developments of Euro payments systems. 


UBL (Universal Business Language) developed by Oasis. Mike will distribute web site address, and mentions that this group will hold a meeting aside the Barcelona EWG.
