Review minutes last CRG meeting hold on the 03/09/02

The minutes were accepted.

Andreas and Robert proposed that we invite the ECBS to present to CRG their view on Central bank reporting futures. Andreas states that statistic reporting is a reporting model that can only be used in Europe. In other regions, central bank reporting will be required.

CRG objectives

Historically CRG wanted to be part of the development in the bank community and have “one voice to financial institutions”. In 1997 CRG started to work with the D6 Group and defined 

· The “Best recommended Practice for Message Flow and Security for Edifact Payments”

· How to approach the banks

· Furthermore it brought an effective contribution in the definition of the subset messages

The TBG5 (Trade and Business Group) Finance is part of the new CEFACT organization. One member of the CEFACT, one voice of the banks and one voice of the corporate vote decisions in the TBG5. The CRG represents the corporate and is therefore a subgroup of TBG5 (Trade and Business Group). CRG should bring corporate and user demands toward banks and TBG5 representatives.

It should aim at defining common solutions on commercial and treasury processes

The banks are interested in being CRG compliant with a large number of corporates by using accepted standards (Edifact and also XML in the future).

Therefore CRG and the banks have formed a sub group, named ”the future group”, in order to discuss common standards, future needs according to TBG5/CEFACT business model.

TWIST initiatives

Twist has built a model including market places, banks, Treasury Management System and Back office.

Twist defines a new business model where SWIFT and CEFACT are not present.

As there is a contradiction between the time pressure and setting standards setting TWIST is an answer for corporate on non-existing standard messages like Treasury STP model, payment advices, cash collection and query process.

We think that Twist should cooperate with TBG5 in modeling treasury activity in order to get one standard. We see a potential risk to overlap between Twist, Swift and Cefact and recognized that we want only one standard.

Therefore we proposed that TWIST should cooperate with TBG5 beside as well as the CRG and future group

PAYMUL and PAYEXT subset

Robert brought the issue that certain banks would like to use PAYEXT messages in order to abolish the batch numbering problematic of PAYMUL

We suggest using the PAYMUL messages like a PAYEXT (repeat each B level with the C Level for each payment items).

We cannot see any advantage to use two formats for remitting payments.

Software house participation

We decided to invite Software house in CRG meeting helping the members to establish their opinion on technical problem. IT company should be used for their technical expertise.

Local Language Mapping 

The character sets supported in the Edifact messages is still a problem.

Shell, IKEA and Philips are facing also a problem with local language mapping in Thailand, Taiwan, Japan and China. Robert will summarize the problem and a request will be addressed to TBG5.

EbXML plateform

We proposed that ebXML platform should be used for new messages (collection of checks, remittance advices), as the platform is independent of the file format (EDIFACT or XML)

IBAN

Siri-Anne will summarize the problem meet with IBAN in multi-domestic payments

CRG will address to TBG5 and banks the need to use IBAN for international and domestic payments.

Communication of CRG work

As the CRG is a subgroup of TBG5 we thing that CEFACT should publish and promote the CRG work.. It should also help with the WEB hosting of the CRG minutes and message subset.

A request will be address to TBG5

Every CRG subset update should be sent to Henrik Muus (muus@stuzza.at) who is responsible of the TBG5 reference group.

A version control should be implemented. Rens will make a framework proposal.
