Meeting

1 CRG Website

The website group reported on progress on how to maintain the site in future. (Nils, Andrew and Pascal).   The UserID/Password had been received from Hendrick.  Access still needed to be checked.  Content, Layout and Hosting were discussed.  

1.1 Comments on Content

· Simplify the address (to make the site easier to find)

· CRG Purpose/Mission Statement (eg Agreed Sub-standards, Influence Banks, Cost Reduction, avoid system tie-in)

· Value Statements from each participant

· Keeping up-to-date

· “Members” list is out-of-date.  Could rename – eg “Supporters” of the CRG)

· Links to Corporate Websites

· Document References

· Minutes will be published on the Website after being ratified in the next Conference Call

· Each Company should give a summary of their implementation

· Email and Telephone numbers should not be quoted (except for central contact/Chair)

· Maintaining Mailing List – lisserver@stuzza.at doesn’t work.

· Banks should be allowed to join the mailing list – perhaps a separate mailing list – although these may need to be more tailored to their needs.  

· Mail alerts should indicate what has been updated (eg new MIG or new Minutes)

· Perhaps the website include a banner of latest updates.  

1.2 Comments on Layout

· Members lists should not be so prominent on the website.  

· Logos should link to contact name

· Minutes will contain details of other attendees.  

1.3 Comments on Hosting

· Could use a hosting site.  Allows emails to be sent from the site.  £200 per annum.  

· Domain owner: Simply an email address.  Who? TGB5? Communications Vendors? 

· Tools to maintain the website.  

1.4 Actions:

· Andrew will make a proposal –identify possible available domain names (eg crg.org, crgedi.org).  Build a prototype website and to describe options for UN hosted site.  

1.5 Value statements

Andreas gave a presentation of the benefits of the Payment’s Factory solution used at Shell.  Andreas suggested that there are at least 2 different audiences the CRG 

1) to inform potential new members (ie Corporates who are considering implementing an EFT system)

2) to existing members – who wish to share knowledge and to agree future directions of standards.  

1.6 Actions

Add Andreas’ presentation to the Website.  

All: compile a list of value statements.  

All: review presentation on CRG Website

2 Message Compliance Accreditation

A discussion of whether the CRG should provide a compliance process for the accreditation of Banks.  

2.1 The meaning of compliance?

Is it possible to separate message format from Country Specifics?  For BANSTA, FINSTA are not country specific, but the PAYMUL comes in different flavours.  

It maybe possible to list banks and gap analysis.  

Some form of permission will be sort from Banks before publication of any evaluation.  

2.2 Resolved.

The CRG believes there are likely to be benefits in providing an evaluation.  

2.3 Actions

Each Member would attempt a dry run of reviewing particular bank’s messages:

· What messages exchanged

· Short evaluation of deviations as compared to the MIG as published on the website.  

· Deviations in structure and content should be considered but NOT country specifics

· Statement of the affect of each deviation.  

· Extra segments can be ignored if these can be switched off 

Software vendor Accreditation would be included on next month’s Agenda.  

3 TBG5 Meeting Rome 

Robert talked the group through the DRAFT CRG-PAYMUL (MIG & Implementation guide) which will be submitted to the TBG5 meeting in Rome end of January 2004.  

3.1 Resolved

Robert’s proposed ‘Detailed MIG’ was accepted with small changes.  

· Execution Date and SG11-DTM: A definition of 227 Code is relevant– although not used at the moment.  

· BUS: Regulatory Reporting of International/Domestic.  If this segment is used then it should only be used to communicate the geographical environment of the underlying transaction – and not information about that of the payment itself.  

· Indentifying banks:  Maximum information should be sent 

· Payment Means: The list will be restricted for future implementations.  The list can be enriched by combining with the ‘Payment Channel’ field.  TBG5 should be asked to rationalise the list.  

· Payment References: SG11 and RFF PQ and CR

· Party ID: Agreed

· FTX Detail:  If the company wishes to, it can use this in a structured way to include remittance information.   

· Ignored Segments: Agreed.  

· Cheque Handling Requirements: Agreed.  

4 Security Paper (Andrew)

Deferred to next conference.  All to detail security structures.  

5 Summary of the different uses of FINSTA and BAI codes (Jacques)

Deferred until next meeting (Jacques not attending)
