1 Approval last CRG meeting minutes
CRG approves the minutes of last CRG meeting hold in Paris.

2 Paymul Asian Check Mapping 
Hendrik explains that the solution proposed in October last year was not accepted because it is not allowed to combine two functions in one code. Hendrik and Martin proposed to use instead the INP segment, which could be repeated three times, in order to fulfill the corporate and banks requirements. Therefore the printing location, clearing zone code and pickup location of the checks could be easily defined and a new PAYMUL MIGS will be proposed for approval to TBG5 by the TBG5 maintenance group and CRG on the 9 and 10 of June 2005 in Copenhagen.
3 CRG Webpage
Pascal asked for several clarifications regarding the new CRG webpage. It was decided:

· To publish the draft of the agenda.

· The messages will be linked to the TBG5 web page avoiding redundancy of messages.

· CRG will use the internal mail facilities of TBG5
· The presentation of the minutes will be done on different order

4 SAP discussions
Andreas joins the meeting over phone and explain the development at SAP with a community of corporate users and banks. SAP is aiming to use the C2B XML payment kernel (UNIFI) 
5 IBC

Bill presents an update of the IBC initiative as well as the support obtains from the financial community 

6 Future group
Future group hold a meeting on the 28 October 2004 in Frankfurt. The existing barrier in the SEPA environment was discussed like the geographic discrepancies (resident/non Resident distinction should be eliminated) and the use of IBAN for domestic and cross boarder payment instead of BBAN.

Banks have created a communication group (CSTP) in order to propose a generic communication and security approach to the banks customers.
7 TBG5

TBG5 requires from CRG commitment to ISO20022 convergence as well as requirements and demands regarding the security and communication between corporate and banks.
8 EACT

European Association of corporate treasurers has created a payment commission in order to develop and strengthen relations with European authorities and institutions.
9 IST work

IST has finalized a MIG (message Implementation Guideline) of the XML payment initiation message (core credit transfer initiation kernel ISO 20022 UNIFI). The Direct Debit messages should be available in April 2006
10 FINSTA
Jacques proposes to use D99 messages instead of D96A in order to get rid of the existing limitations in the counter of the FINSTA (SEQ, UNT, CNT segments). Hendrik suggested to keep the usage of existing D96A Messages (PAYMUL, BANSTA, FINSTA…) but to increase the length of the different counters. Therefore CRG will propose to TBG5 to increase the length of the SEQ segment to 6 digits, the UNT segment to 10 digits or by using the modulus of the last six digits and to increase to 18 digits the length  of  the CNT segment in order to use it as a real counter.
11 EDI security discussion
