1 Approval of last CRG meeting minutes
2 Standardisation

The participants agreed that the standardisation to the new XML payment means will require at least 5 years. Gianfranco see the choice between a basic core service and value added services as the EPC rule book is only delivering a basic service and a common work has to be done some where

Banks and software vendors like SAP acknowledge that the standards will move as soon as EPC will deliver the rules for SEPA.

EPC has published the rule book version 2 for Credit Transfer (CT) and Direct Debit (DD). Pierfranco explains that the DD basic services are not compatible with the existing situation in Italy. EACT proposes to the EC changes in the New Legal Framework

3 UN/CEFACT TBG5 developments
Yves explains that UN/CEFACT has a cross domain implication. TBG5 is not developing standards as Twist or Swift. TBG5 is focusing on data definition which should be global. A standard is a result of:
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Andreas asks about the software participation. Yves confirms that SAP has signed an agreement with Swift and TBG5 for a better coordination.

4 EACT CAST projects
Gianfranco explains that the CAST project will be presented to EACT board for approval. CAST project will tackle following issues: 

· Standard Remittance Information for e-reconciliation
· Standard Remittance information for e-reconciliation

· Digital identity 

· Electronic and digital signatures

· E-invoicing 

· Subset of invoice header for trade financing

The project should analyse and search for the best practice in these areas. The project is conducted to the interest of the financial community and EPC will participate as observer.
5 Recent development in EDI security and communication
Yves explains that WG4 UNCEFACT group is working on methodology and TC68 UNCEFACT group is working on security related to financial activities like banking, securities and cards
Vito explains that Italy is using two types of signatures one based on IdenTrus and the second Italian solution based on Actalis. IdenTrus proposed a hierarchical infrastructure based on a common platform. Actalis is an Italian platform using federal signatures.

Yves said that 3 main models co exists

· A proprietary model like Isabelle in Belgium

· The French standard is based on one unique certificate authority used by the corporate to connect with all banks.

· The Italian CBI (Corporate Bank Interbancario) certificate to connect to one bank but is distributed to all Italian banks

Participants agree on the need to have multi acceptance of certificate. In fact we have to consider the complete environment and agree with banks what means each solution in order to extract a model to be use as best practice.
