Marketing CRG position and action toward SEPA and ISO20022 UNIFI standards

CRG wants to help the adoption of the ISO 20022 UNIFI standards through recommended practices for XML messages. A usage guideline has been produced by ISTH that does not really help corporate to as it does not recommend a common usage of the UNIFI message worldwide. CRG is concerned about number of community AOS (Additional Optional Services) that would create de facto multiple standards. 

It has been proposed that TBG5 organise a one day “XML awareness event” meeting with all TBG5 members (banks,  and corporates) after CRG has defined a common position and understanding of the meeting purpose.

Cooperation with third parties

CRG members agree to work with third parties like banks as required, as long as the subject is linked to corporate interests.

UNIFI Message implementation guideline.

CRG will organise 2 phone meeting on the 24th of July 2007 and 21st of August 2007 from 15h00 till 16h00 CET to prepare a CRG recommended practice for XML.

Main topic will be on Remittance information and STP reconciliation for Credit Transfer and Direct Debit and common practice within the UNIFI messages.
CRG WEB site review.

The CRG web site will be transferred to the new UN-CEFACT TBG5 web site.

Other points and updates

The CRG members pointed out that a rapid adoption of SEPA Credit transfer is subject to the resolution of critical issues. 

The main issues identified were:

· Common value dating and fund in reach ability rules to the beneficiary

· Conversion of BBAN accounts into IBAN accounts and BIC code completion

· Common approach on structured remittance information.

· Central bank reporting requirements.

· AOS community usage.

ISO20022 has published Cash management messages that will be harmonised with the payment standards in September 2007
TBG5 has submitted an e-invoice justification.
EACT is organising a CAST workshop meeting in Milan on the 28 - 29th July
