Development in payment standards
Pascal reports the last updates on ISO payments standards. ISO20022 Payment SEG has finalised the Message Usage Guide on credit transfer which will be published on the ISO web side. The next SEG group will soon review the e-mandate standard.
Experience with SEPA instruments and practices
With the implementation of SEPA rulebook 3.2 in February 2009, the corporate can now provide in their payment messages the reference of the ultimate debtor and creditor. The category purpose and purpose of the payments are now mandatory in the SEPA messages. The remittance information limitation of 140 characters should not more include any tag delimitations.
Currently only few corporate is using SEPA messages due to lack of resource, software capability or business case toward current efficient multi domestic payment setups and country specifics instruments. 

There is still a need for a clarification of the acceptance date versus the debit date and the availability of the funds by the beneficiary as the corporate can only specify a requested execution date. The implementation of the SEPA Direct Debit is seen as a clear challenge by all the participants but could also be an opportunity helping the SEPA adoption as well as a clear end date of local payment instruments
Usage and best recommended practices with ISO20022 standards
Even a message usage guide has been produced, all participants thinks that  Best recommended practice should be release for ISO 20022 payments. The purpose is more focused on corporate current implementation learning and experience for other corporate. The ultimate goal is to reach one common interpretation of the standard at a minimum effort. Pascal will contact TBG 5 in order to define the best approach and profile.
Collaboration with non corporate parties.

The CRG has decided to invite non corporate parties on requirement as long as it helps CRG work.
Marketing CRG position and action toward SEPA and ISO20022 UNIFI standards

CRG is aiming to ease the implementation of standards for the corporate. A best recommended practice release is seen as a concrete action. Coordination with EACT and  TBG5 representation in ISO payment SEG are important actions.
